INFORMATION SOCIETY
Informative communicative technologies (ICT) covers totality of methods, productive processes and program-technical means, integrated with the purpose of collecting, processing, keeping, disseminating, reflecting and using the information in users ’ interest. 
Global informational net covers totality of electronic computers which can be placed in any part of the world and connected with each other with different ways (canals) of far communication presented by telephone companies or other enterprises of communication. Global informative net provides the users with the opportunity to exchange information, to use technical and program means and informational resources. Global net can be public (Internet, e-mail, audio, videoconferences) as well as specialized (corporative and departmental). If computer can get or send information to far computers situated out of one or some neighbor buildings , it is considered to be connected to global net irrespective of

using equipment, program ensuring, reports and regulations of informative exchange.
Internet Net is a global information net parts of which connected with each other by means of single address space based on reports of TCP/IP. Internet consists of many connected computer nets and supplies removed access to computers, e-mail, announcement boards, data base and discussion groups.
Internet user is a citizen of Kazakhstan who uses Internet at least an hour within a week.
ADSL (Asymmetric Digital Subsciber Line) is a new technology which allows to organize high-speed access to Internet in the common telephone number and this time this telephone line is vacant.
