Methodological notes 
The number of population, number of people living in the area at this time. 
Current estimates at the beginning of the year is calculated on the basis of the results of the latest census, plus annual number of births and arrivals in a given territory, from which are subtracted the number of deaths and departures from the territory. Current population estimates over the years accurated on the basis of the outcome of the regular census. 
The population is divided into urban and rural populations. 
Urban population - the population living in urban settlements. For urban settlements are the city of republican, region (oblast) and district level, as well as villages, located on territory their administrative subordination. 
Rural population - population living in rural areas. Municipalities are not classified as urban are rural. 
Natural increase of population (Natality) - the difference between the number of live births and the number of deaths in a given period. The natural increase can be positive if the number of births exceeds the number of deaths, or negative (wastage) - otherwise. 
Migration growth of population - the difference between the number of arrivals over a given period in a given territory and the number of departures abroad. Migration growth can be a positive value (if the number of arrivals more than the number of left) or negative (if the number of arrivals is less than the number of departures). In the latter case there is a migration reduction. 
The total fertility rate - an indicator that determines the intensity of childbirth in relation to the entire population. It represents the ratio of total number of live births during the year to the average annual population. As a rule, it estimated on the 1000 population.
The total mortality rate - an indicator determines the intensity of mortality. Represents the ratio of  total number of deaths during the year to the average annual population. As a rule, it estimated on the 1000 population.
Rate of Natural increase of population (Natality) is obtained as the difference between the total fertility rate and the total mortality rate
Data on marriages and divorces (marriage dissolved) can be obtained on the basis of the annual statistical compilation of data contained in the acts of civil status, made on every such event registry offices. The data in the tables include only cases of marriage and divorce, registered in the registry offices.
The general marriage and divorce rates are calculated as the ratio of the numbers of married and divorced  during the calendar year marriages to the average annual number of population.
Information on births and deaths is obtained from the annual statistical compilation of data contained in civil registers of birth (death), compiled by registry offices. As the number of births included only born alive.
Migration of population - the movement of people (migrants) across the borders of a region with a change of residence. The number of arrivals and departures is determined by the development coming from the application services of the Justice (citizenries) and the migration police of the structure of internal affairs (foreigns and stateless persons) tickets statistical records of arrival and departure, which are produced simultaneously with the address forms in the registration of the population place of residence.
In the current statistical record is now tentatively fixed number of arrivals (persons) and departures (persons), in reality we are talking about the numbers of arrivals and departures.
