Population living standards
Household - economic agent, consisting of one or more natural persons, resident jointly, combining in full or partly their self income and property, goods consumed and services.
Households’ monetary incomes represent the sum of the money resources received by household’s members in the form of a wages, the income of enterprise activity, social payments (pensions, scholarships, grants and other payments), percent, dividends and other incomes of the property, other monetary receipts.
People’s incomes used for consumption, count off since 2001 within the program of sample households’ survey as basic criterion for estimation of the standard of people’s well-being, calculation of poverty and inequality indicators. Is a sum of money incomes used for consumption (without capital investments in industrial activity and accumulation), costs of own products consumed and transfers in the natural form. The incomes used for consumption are estimated on the basis of population expenses.
People’s nominal monetary income (by estimate) are money resources (taking into account surtax), directed by the population on current consumption, industrial activity and accumulation. Their value is determined by computation at the macro level and includes the estimation of people’s monetary incomes from hired employment and self-employment (by imputation for remuneration of labour and non-coverage of the number of employed population by statistical reporting) and payment of social transfers.

Real monetary income index - the relative indicator characterizing change of nominal monetary incomes taking into account change of the prices in the accounting period in comparison with the basic period. It is defined by division nominal monetary incomes’ index to goods and services’ consumer price index. Both indexes concern the same time period.
People’s monetary outlay consists of people’s consumer expenses and also other outlay not related to the consumption.
Share of population with income below subsistence line (cost of a food basket) - the relation of the population, having the incomes used for consumption below a living wage (a food basket) to a population aggregate number in percentage measurement.
Coefficient of poverty gap - shows an average deviation of people’s income (consumption) level who are below a living wage from size of a living wage and is expressed by the size of total income’s deficiency correlated with the general number of households’ members. 

Coefficient of poverty acuteness shows an inequality among poor people - degree of poor people’s incomes disorder from their average value. It is average of deviations’ squares of  the income’s deficiencies share of surveyed households’ members from the established criterion.
Coefficient of funds - measures the ratio between average income of people’s comparable groups in the tenth and first decile groups of the distribution raw (a ratio of 10% most and 10% least provided people).
Coefficient of inequality of the income distribution among the population (Lorentz income concentration factor or Gini coefficient) allows estimating numerically the degree of inequality. It determines the degree of a deviation of actual income distribution of numerically equal population groups from the equal distribution line.
