Methodological notes on trade and commodity markets
Trade statistics - a branch of statistics, whose main tasks are to give characteristics of the market for goods, services, trends in their development, the study of supply and demand, the study of regional characteristics.
Retail - resale (sale without processing) of new and used goods to the population for personal consumption or household use or disposal.
Wholesale - resale (sale without processing) of new and used goods to retailers, industrial, commercial, institutional or professional users or to other wholesalers, as well as persons acting agents or brokers in buying goods on behalf of such persons or companies or sale of the goods.
Wholesale on a fee or contract basis - activities of commission agent or other intermediary wholesaler, offering rewards for transactions on behalf of or at the expense of other individuals or firms, as well as associated with the information sellers with buyers.
Services for providing food and drink (catering) - sale of prepared food for consumption in restaurants, bars, cafes, taverns, snack bars, canteens and other, in other words, entrepreneurial activity associated with the production, processing, sale and consumption of own organization products, as well as other food products that are suitable for immediate use.
Services for the maintenance and repair of motor vehicles and motorcycles include maintenance and repair of vehicles: mechanical, electrical repairs, repair of electronic fuel injection, regular inspection and maintenance, body repair, spare parts for vehicles, washing, polishing, etc. ., spraying, painting, repairing windshields and windows, seats, repairs tires and tubes and their installation or replacement, corrosion treatment, installation of parts and accessories, which is not part of the production process. 
Inventory - the number of goods in cash or in kind, which are in commercial warehouses, in transit on a particular date.
Commodity structure - the distribution of certain goods and commodity groups in their total sales, expressed in absolute or relative terms.
The volume index of retail sales - a relative indicator characterizes the change in volume sales of commodity supply (quantitative factor turnover) in the current period compared with baseline.
Main indicators of statistical reporting forms:
availability of commercial and warehouse network, network service providers;
volume of goods (services) in volume and value terms;
remnants of the goods.
Determination of volume of trade and services enterprises - legal entities is carried out based on forms of state statistical reporting of annual, quarterly and monthly frequency. The industry surveyed enterprises with main economic activity according to the classifier of economic activities NACE:
45 - Wholesale and retail trade in motor vehicles and motorcycles, and repair;
46 - Wholesale trade, except of motor vehicles and motorcycles;
47 - Retail trade, except of motor vehicles and motorcycles;
56 - Services for providing food and beverages.
Annual forms provide the enterprise, regardless of the number of employees. In the form of a quarterly frequency - selection of the enterprises with the NACE 46.2-46.7, 47.1-47.8 PKK codes 105, 110, 120, for enterprises with the PKK 130-311 and 45-47 NCEA - a complete examination.
The monthly form is filled with companies the number of employees over 20 people. To determine the volume of turnover in the industry for small businesses employing up to 20 people made an assessment of their activities.
Definition of retail turnover of individuals engaged in commercial activity in the markets and individual entrepreneurs carried out on the basis of the quarterly sample survey, in accordance with the "Guidelines for determining the volume of retail sales persons and individual entrepreneurs engaged in trade activities."
Formation of the volume of trade, services trade volume is made up of enterprises, their branches, with the main economic activity, "Wholesale and retail trade, repair of motor vehicles and motorcycles; services for the provision of food and beverages" and the volume of the enterprises for which these activities are secondary. In addition, the volume of retail sales include sales of goods to the population on food and non-food, specialized, general markets, individuals and self-employed entrepreneurs trading activities.
Since 1998, development of statistical information on industry trade and services, in accordance with international standards, according to the General Classifier of Economic Activities (NCEA).
